Bydd pob digwyddiad yn para 1.5 – 2 awr a bydd yn cael ei gyflwyno ar ffurf 
gweithdy gyda'r nod o drafod adborth cymunedol ar bob safle.

Bydd pob Cynllun Datblygu Lleol yn cynnwys crynodebau o dystiolaeth, 
gweledigaeth, amcanion, polisïau cynllunio a 'mapiau cynigion' sy'n nodi 'dyraniadau 
tir'.  

Unwaith mae’r cynllun yn cael ei fabwysiadu, dyma'r ffactor pwysicaf wrth wneud 
penderfyniadau ar geisiadau cynllunio.

Yn y cynllun 
terfynol, bydd dyraniadau tir ar gyfer

County area are being facilitated by Planning Aid Wales.  

These events are designed to help the community express their views on these sites 
at an early stage of the process, before detailed plans are drawn. The exercise is 
being delivered as part of the preparation of a Replacement Local Development Plan 
being prepared by Conwy County Borough Council.

Where are the Strategic Sites and what is being proposed on them?  
There are 5 sites included in this activity: 

• Land at Penloyn, Llanrwst, where a land allocation for 80-120 new homes 
(including affordable housing) is proposed.  

• Land at Llanddulas Quarry, Llysfaen, where land allocations for employment, 
renewable energy (solar) and relocation of a Waste Transfer Station is 
proposed. There is no housing proposed here.

• Land off Pentwyn Road and Bryn Lupus Road, Llanrhos, where a land 
allocation for 100-150 new homes (including affordable housing) is proposed.  

• Land and Pewulwys Farm, Old Colwyn, where a land allocation for 200-300 
new homes (including affordable housing) is proposed.  

 

Why is Planning Aid Wales involved? 
Planning Aid Wales has been commissioned by the Strategic Planning Policy team at 
Conwy County Borough Council to deliver this activity. Planning Aid Wales is not a 
landowner, developer or applicant for these sites. The Council hopes that this will 
mean open discussions can take place, and that community feedback is fairly 
represented. 

Planning Aid Wales only undertakes commissions that: 

• Align with its mission for a fairer, more transparent and more responsive 
planning system, and its charitable objective of facilitating community 
engagement in the planning process.  
 

• It believes it can add value to a planning consultation / engagement process 
and will allow more local people to have a more meaningful say in the that 
process.  

As well as meeting these priorities, Planning Aid Wales applauds Conwy County 
Borough Council for undertaking this engagement activity, which goes above and 
beyond what they are required to do in planning regulations - the entire exercise is 
being delivered in addition to ‘statutory’ consultations that have and will take place on 
the Replacement Local Development Plan.

What are we doing?  
Planning Aid Wales is delivering a minimum 1 online meeting and 1 face to face 
event for each of the five Strategic Sites.  

These events are being advertised within the vicinity of each site and online (see 
below for more information).  

Each event will last 1.5 – 2 hours and will be delivered in a workshop style with the 
aim of discussing community feedback on each site.  

Both the online and face to face events will include structured discussions that will 
take place over the full time that is advertised.

As well as presenting available information to the community, each event will include 
four structured discussions on:  

• Initial views, questions and comments on the site. 
• Local knowledge of the site and its surroundings. 
• Comments on potential site design, including topics like access, movement, 

safety and environmental matters. 
• Community priorities for what could be provided within and near the site, such 

as affordable housing, public open space and active travel.  

In order to encourage open and frank conversations Conwy Officers will not be in 
attendance at the events. Conwy County Borough Council will be running formal 
public consultation events on the Deposit Replacement LDP in 2024, dates for these 
will be promoted on Conwy’s website. 

 
What will happen after the events? 
Planning Aid Wales will prepare a Site Engagement Report for each site, based on 
the community’s feedback from the events and any other comments received. These 
reports will include summaries and all comments raised. The reports will be shared 
with everyone who participated in the events (and key community representatives) 
and will be presented to the Strategic Planning Policy team at Conwy County 
Borough Council for consideration and will become part of the evidence for the 
Replacement Local Development Plan. 

All relevant comments received will be considered and will help inform the 
preparation of draft policies on the sites. These policies will be consulted upon again 
at when a full draft of the plan is prepared – the ‘Deposit Plan’, which will be subject 
to a formal consultation in 2024.

However, please note that the Local Development Plan (and subsequent planning 
applications) can only take into account matters that are relevant to planning – these 
are known as ‘material considerations’.

How are the events being advertised? 
Planning Aid Wales is working together with Conwy County Borough Council to 
advertise the events as widely as possible in each location, within the confines of 
General Data Protection Regulations, budgets and time available. 

An advertising poster for each event has been prepared that includes a booking link 
on the Eventbrite booking platform.  Advertising is prioritised to key community 
representatives and people as close to each site as possible, using the following 
channels: 

• A press release to local newspapers. 
• Via email to County Council elected members, Town and Community Councils 

and researched lists of local organisations and groups.  
• Via Conwy County Borough Council’s social media channels. 
• Printed posters distributed to community spaces near the site. 
• Via letter only to the closest or adjoining properties to the site.  

Please note that site-specific advertising for each event will take place in sequence 
by order of the event date. Key community representatives have also been invited to 
distribute advertising within their own networks.

Time and resources means that advertising has had to be prioritised to community 
representatives.

About the Replacement Local Development Plan 
 
What is a Replacement Local Development Plan?  
A Local Development Plan is an important planning document that sets out how 
development should be managed in a Local Authority area over a 15-year period. 
Each Local Planning Authority in Wales is required to produce one.   

All Local Development Plans will contain summaries of evidence, a vision, 
objectives, planning policies and ‘proposals maps’ that identify ‘land allocations’.  

Once the plan is adopted, it becomes the most important factor in making decisions 
on planning applications.

Local Development Plans are prepared in response to evidence that the Local 
Authority gathers and updates over time. Conwy County Borough Council are 
currently at Stage 5 of a Replacement Local Development Plan.

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What is a ‘Strategic Site’?  
A Strategic Site is a site that the Local Authority are highlighting in their Local 
Development Plan as being key to help them meet evidenced need for housing, 
employment and other land uses, over a 15-year period. 

At the moment, the evidence Conwy has gathered suggests that up to 4,300 homes 
(including up to 700 contingencies) and 1,500 jobs on 16.4 hectares of employment 
land will be needed within the county by 2033.  

The Strategic Sites are key sites that the Conwy County Borough Council think will 
help them meet this need.

More information about the sites 
 
Is there more detailed information available on these sites?  
At this stage, the sites are only being considered as to whether the type of use and 
the scale of the use is appropriate and deliverable.  

The sites are being proposed ‘land allocations’ for ‘Strategic Sites’ – they are not 
detailed proposals or planning applications. Any other details supplied are ‘indicative’ 
- they are only to help to give an impression of what the development might look like 
and will likely be subject to change at later stages.  

 

Where did the sites come from?   
The sites in question were put forward by landowners and their agents to be 
considered for inclusion in the Replacement Local Development Plan.  

This happened as part of a call for ‘candidate sites’ that took place in 2018 and again 
in 2022. A candidate site is a term for sites that are considered for inclusion in the 
Local Development Plan.  

Most of the sites were submitted as part of these exercises. More information is

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Why were some sites included and some sites removed? 
Each site has / is being assessed for suitability for inclusion in the Local 
Development Plan, in line with national planning policy guidance (see: 
https://www.gov.wales/national-planning-policy).  

Each site is considered on its own merit and assessed against the following factors:  

• Size / location / proximity to existing settlements. 
• ‘Constraints’ or barriers such as flood risk, environmental designations, open 

space, other designations. 
• Consultation responses form statutory bodies such as Natural Resources 

Wales and Cadw.  

All sites that remain have been ranked in order - key sites that can contribute to 
delivering on targets are put forward as ‘Strategic Sites’.  

 

What is a ‘Land Allocation’?  
A land allocation is when a specific piece of 
land is identified as being suitable for 
particular types of uses, such as housing or 
employment uses.  

Local Authorities need to make such 
allocations to ensure that their area can 
deliver and meet demand for such uses over 
a 15-year period.  

Land allocations are normally included on a 
‘proposals map’ and indicate the type of use 
that the site is suitable for and the scale of 
that use. In the final plan, land allocations for 
Strategic Sites will be accompanied by site-
specific planning policies.  

Each allocated site that is included in the Local Development Plan is carefully 
assessed for its suitability and deliverability.  

 
 
Is this the same as a ‘Planning Application’ or does it mean that 
‘Planning Permission’ is granted on the site?  
No. Once the Local Development Plan is adopted, there will still need to be detailed 
planning applications on each site.  

Land allocations establish that ‘in principle’, the site is suitable for a particular type of 
development (e.g. housing) within the range identified (e.g. 80-120 houses). The 
planning policy may also identify targets for affordable housing within a site and

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expectations for the mix of uses (or types of housing) that will be considered 
appropriate.   

Details and plans for layout, design and other matters will be considered at the 
planning application stage – although feedback from communities on such matters 
will be considered when the planning policies are prepared as part of the 
Replacement Local Development Plan. These policies will be used to assess the 
planning applications for the sites after the plan is adopted.  

 

Is this the first time that the sites have been publicised? 
No. Four of the five sites were included in Conwy’s ‘Preferred Strategy’ Consultation 
as Strategic Sites although proposals have been adjusted (to be smaller) since. 
Llanddulas Quarry was included as candidate site but has since been selected as a 
Strategic Employment Site since the Preferred Strategy consultation took place.  
This consultation happened in 2019.

Why are the target figures for the sites smaller than in the Preferred 
Strategy?  
In line with national planning guidelines, Conwy have kept the evidence for the plan 
under review as work on the plan progresses.  

At the moment, the evidence Conwy has gathered suggests that up to 4,300 homes 
(now including 700 contingency homes or 20%) and 1,500 jobs on 16.4 hectares of 
employment land will be needed within the county by 2033. These figures are 
smaller than was estimated at the time of the Preferred Strategy. Other sites have 
since been granted planning permission or have been built and as such the numbers 
for specific sites has been reduced.

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Are the delivery targets made up of all new allocations?  
No, existing supply of land allocations, recent planning permissions and existing 
supply for housing and employment land is also taken into account. The total 
allocations of new land are less than the target requirements as a result.

Are the sites guaranteed to be delivered in the ranges specified?  
Each local authority is required to consider sites in the context of evidence gathered 
and the deliverability of these sites is considered.  This evidence can change over 
time (see above) and even after a plan is adopted, it will be reviewed on an annual 
basis. Nonetheless, Strategic Sites are seen as key to the delivery of the Local 
Development Plan.  

Each site is subject to market forces (land sale, developer priorities etc.) which may 
see some sites developed before others.  

Also, the Replacement Local Development Plan is not yet complete and will be 
subject to further development and scrutiny: 

• A full draft of the plan (a Deposit Plan) will be prepared and consulted upon in 
2024.  

• This plan will be scrutinised by elected members of Conwy County Borough 
Council before being put forward to Welsh Government for consideration to be 
adopted.   

• Before the plan can be adopted, it will be subjected to a Public Inquiry where an 
external Planning Inspector will evaluate the plan. The plan will be subject to 
three ‘tests of soundness’, which are:  

Test 1: Does the plan fit? (i.e. is it clear that the LDP is consistent with other 
plans?) 

Test 2: Is the plan appropriate? (i.e. is the plan appropriate for the area in the 
light of the evidence? 

Test 3: Will the plan deliver (i.e. is it likely to be effective?) 

 

What about the impact on local services? 
Conwy’s Strategic Planning Policy Team are required to inform and consult with 
bodies responsible for delivering local services when preparing a Local Development 
Plan. These include (but are not limited to):  

• Betsi Cadwalader Health Board (for matters relating to health services) 
• Conwy Local Education Authority (for matters relating to school services)
