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1 Introduction 

1.1 This is one of a series of Background Papers accompanying the Replacement Local 

Development Plan (RLDP). When the Council publishes its Deposit Plan, it must also 

explain how the policy has been formulated based on the evidence base available to 

the Council at the time.    

1.2 The purpose of this background paper is to assess the type, amount, accessibility 

and quality of recreational spaces in the Replacement LDP area. 

2 National planning policy and guidance 

2.1 Planning Policy Wales (PPW) has been revised in order to bring it in line with the 

Well-being of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015. PPW is split into four distinct 

themes, which bring the requirements of the Act into context for planning policy and 

show the inter-linkages between planning policies. Recreational spaces is covered in 

the Active and Social Places section. 

2.2 Section 4.5 of PPW outlines that recreational spaces play a dual role through 

providing a place for play, sport, healthy physical activity and a place to relax. They 

are also part of the network of high quality, accessible green spaces, which play a 

role in nature conservation and biodiversity. 

2.3 Para 4.5.2 requires planning authorities to provide a framework for well-located, good 

quality sport, recreational and leisure facilities. Clear policies for the provision, 

protection and enhancement of sport, recreation and leisure facilities should be 

developed, which set standards for provision, identifying local deficits, which can be 

met through the planning process. Policies to avoid or resolve conflict between 

different activities should also be set out. 

2.4 Para 4.5.3 states that formal and informal open green spaces should be protected 

from development. Para 4.5.4 sets out additional protection for playing fields. Para 

4.5.5 outlines that playing fields and open spaces with significant amenity or 

recreational value to local communities should be protected from development. This 

applies to both privately and publicly owned land. There are additional measures that 

could be used for protection such as legal agreements (S106) & covenants, the King 

George’s Field Foundation, Fields in Trust (FIT) and Town and Village Green 

designations, to name a few. 

2.5 In some instances, a loss of provision could be acceptable, should the following 

apply: 

 facilities can best be retained and enhanced through the redevelopment of a 
small part of the site;  

 alternative provision of equivalent community benefit is made available locally, 
avoiding any temporary loss of provision; or 

 there is an excess of such provision in the area 

2.6 Multiple use of open space and facilities should be encouraged where appropriate, to 

increase their effective use. The use of disused land and routes as parks, linear parks 

or greenways should be considered and the provision of safe and attractive cycle 

routes and footpaths. This should not be to the detriment of adjoining users, wildlife or 

flood defences. 
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2.7 Technical Advice Note 16 provides further guidance. Section 2.0 sets out how 

planning authorities should assess open space and set local standards for quality, 

quantity and accessibility. Section 2.23 outlines the stages for open space 

assessments. 

2.8 Fields in Trust produced guidance for use in Wales: Guidance for Outdoor Sport and 

Play Beyond the Six Acre Standard. This guidance is suggested as a source of 

helpful advice for planning authorities in para 4.5.6 of PPW. Their 2008 guidance 

document Planning and Design for Outdoor Sport and Play is also relevant. This 

includes guidance on producing an open / recreational space assessment and gives 

detailed standards for each typology for quantity, quality and accessibility. It includes 

reference to European Standards for play equipment: EN1176 and EN1177.  

2.9 The Well-being of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015 is about improving the social, 

economic, environmental and cultural well-being of Wales.  

2.10 Future Wales: The National Plan 2040 outlines the 11 Outcomes for the next 20 

years including a Wales where people live and work in connected, inclusive and 

health places. High quality homes meeting the needs of society will be well located in 

relation to jobs, services and accessible green and open spaces. Places will meet 

and suit the needs of a diverse population, with accessible community facilities and 

services. 

3 Definition of recreational / open space 

3.1 Open space is defined in the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 as land laid out as 

a public garden, or used for the purposes of public recreation, or land which is a 

disused burial ground. TAN16 adds to this and defines it as all open space of public 

value, which offer opportunity for sport, recreation and tourism and can also act as a 

visual amenity.  

3.2 TAN16 provides typologies as a basis for preparing Recreational Space Assessments 

and development plan policies. Many spaces have multiple uses, and areas should 

be categorised by the primary or main use of the area concerned: 

i.  public parks and gardens - including urban parks, country parks and formal 

gardens; 

ii.  natural and semi-natural greenspaces - including woodland, urban forestry, 

scrub, grasslands, open access land (e.g. mountain, moor, heath, downland, 

common land and meadows) wetlands, wastelands and derelict open land and 

rocky areas (e.g. cliffs, quarries and pits), and coastal land; 

iii.  green corridors - including river and canal banks, footpaths, cycleways, 

bridleways, disused railway land and rights of way; these may link different areas 

within and between urban areas. They may also form part of a network which 

links urban areas, or links them to the surrounding countryside. 

iv.  outdoor sports facilities (with natural or artificial surfaces, publicly or privately 

owned) - including tennis courts, bowling greens, sports pitches, golf courses, 

athletics tracks, school and other institutional playing fields, and other outdoor

sports areas. A sports pitch is currently defined as a playing field, larger than 0.4 

hectares in size that has been marked for team games in the last five years. 

v.  amenity greenspace (most commonly, but not exclusively in housing areas) - 

including informal recreation spaces (private or open to the public), roadside 

verges, greenspaces in and around housing and other premises e.g. hospitals, 

schools and colleges, industrial and business premises, domestic gardens and 

grounds, and village greens; 

vi.  provision for children and young people - including play areas, areas for 

wheeled play, including skateboarding, outdoor kickabout areas, and other less 

formal areas (e.g. ‘hanging out’ areas, teenage shelters); 

vii.  allotments, community gardens, and city (urban) farms - a statutory 

allotment is defined as having an area not exceeding 40 poles (1,000sq metres); 

viii.  cemeteries and churchyards; 

ix.  accessible areas of countryside in the urban fringe - which directly adjoin or 

are connected to an urban area; 

x  civic spaces, including civic and market squares, promenades and other 

predominantly hard surfaced areas designed for pedestrians. These spaces may 

include planted areas and trees; 

xi  water - including open air tidal and freshwater pools, ponds, rivers, canals, 

lakes, reservoirs, docks, and harbours. 

4 Methodology and assessment standards 

4.1 Quantitative standards  

4.1.1 The standards used for this assessment are those outlined in TAN16 and 

recommended by Fields in Trust in their document Guidance for Outdoor Sport and 

Play Beyond the Six Acre Standard. This document also advises how to apply the 

guidance and the benchmark levels suggested. Quantitative, qualitative and 

assessment guidelines are recommended. TAN16 recommends that an open space 

assessment include all these elements (para 2.23). 

4.1.2 Fields in Trust recommend that all provision routinely available to the public be 

included. For the purposes of this assessment, this includes privately owned sites.

rather they are benchmark standards that can be adjusted to take account of local circumstances.  

 

4.1.1 See Appendix 1 for recommended minimum sizes for formal space. 

4.1.2 Fields in Trust provide guidance on which areas of recreational space to include in 

the assessment. Section 1.6 of Planning and Design for Outdoor Sport and Play 

states that sports facilities owned by local authorities and other sectors, including 

sports clubs, should be included, provided that they meet the leisure time needs of 

the public or their members.  

4.1.3 Indoor provision, commercial complexes, grounds of His Majesty’s Services should 

not be included. 

4.1.4 Schools should be included initially, but only included in the provision calculation if 

the facility is open to the public.  

4.1.5 The report has assessed each settlement of the Replacement LDP area. Previous 

assessments have used Electoral ward and / or Community Council areas, however, 

these did not always cover full settlements, and did not give an accurate 

representation for some areas.  

4.1.6 Nationally produced small area population estimates are only available by standard 

geographies, which do not reflect settlement boundaries. For this reason, a variety of 

data has been used to estimate population for non-standard areas. A summary of this 

is available in Appendix 2. 

4.2 Accessibility guidelines 

4.2.7 Fields in Trust have produced recommended travel distances for each recreation 

space typology. They are provided as walking distances from people’s homes. They

should be applied as actual distances walked rather than ‘as the crow flies’, however, 

this approach was not supported by our GIS software. The distances shown in the 

buffers are therefore likely to be an over estimate of the areas covered.  

4.2.8 Recreational spaces should also be accessible by a range of sustainable travel 

options, including public transport, walking and cycling routes.

4.2.9 Additional guidelines from TAN16 for accessibility of types of outdoor sports is also 

relevant: 

 Athletics: one synthetic track with floodlighting per 250,000 people living within 

30 minutes drive time (45 minutes in rural areas) of the proposed location  

 Tennis: community tennis courts within 20 minutes travel time (walking in 

urban areas, by car in rural areas)  

 Bowls: One green within 20 minutes travel time (walking in urban areas, by 

car in rural areas) 

5 Quantitative assessment 

5.1.1 Please see below for a summary table for recreational spaces provision by the FiT 

standards for the RLDP area as a whole. The population estimate used to calculate 

the adequacy of the provision is the 2021 Census count for the whole County 

Borough, including those areas in the National Park, as this is the only data released 

to date.

5.1.3 If a settlement is not listed, no publicly accessible recreational space provision has 

been recorded. 

5.1.4 Appendix 3 shows the specific sites for each typology by settlement. Due to the large 

size of the areas included in the natural and semi-natural typology, it was not possible 

to produce settlement level reports, as the areas crossed several settlements. For 

this reason, a RLDP area summary only has been produced. A list of sites included 

can be found in Appendix 4. 

6 Accessibility assessment

6.1.1 Fields in Trust guidelines recommend that all people live within a walking distance of 

1,200 metres of a playing pitch. The maps below show this distance in grey buffers 

surrounding each playing pitch. Residential areas outside of these grey buffers fall 

outside of the recommended walking distance.

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7 RLDP policies 

7.1 In order to maintain and increase the provision of recreation space within the RLDP 

area, policies will safeguard existing provision and new developments will be required 

to provide recreation space in line with the FiT standards. 

7.2 This Assessment will inform RLDP allocations and policies in respect of; 

 Existing recreational space sites will be protected. Proposals for the 
change of use of these sites will be carefully controlled and determined in 
accordance with a criteria based policy to be included in the Deposit 
RLDP. 
 

 Recreational Space requirements for all new residential proposals. The 
priority will be for on-site provision and maintenance by the developer 
thereafter. Financial contributions may be acceptable for smaller 
development sites. 
 

 Allocation of land to meet additional need for recreational spaces on the 
Strategic Sites.  Further allocations may be identified for inclusion in the 
Deposit RLDP, subject to need, land availability, future maintenance and 
financial viability.  

 

 Proposals for new sites or extensions to existing sites will be determined in 
accordance with a criteria based policy to be included in the Deposit 
RLDP.  

7.3 The criteria included in all RLDP policies will reflect guidelines from Fields in Trust, 

national planning policy, Sports Wales, Play Wales, play equipment safety standards, 

Conwy’s Corporate Plan and Corporate Objectives and the Conwy Play Assessment. 

8 Monitoring 

8.1 The LDP implementation and monitoring framework includes indicators and trigger 

points on recreational space provision. The LDP will monitor the provision of 

recreational space through the Annual Monitoring Report (AMR), including targets 

and trigger points for reviewing the policies on providing and safeguarding recreation 

space. As part of this work and in line with TAN16 requirements we will update the 

recreational spaces assessment as and when required.
